 Goats must be shown on a lead.  

 Individual goats may be shown in only one division. 

 Ribbons 1-5 will be awarded for each class, in addition to championship rosettes. Cash prizes awarded only as donated.

  2 – Junior Buck, 6-11 months 

  3 – Junior Wethers, 1-5 months 

  4 – Junior Wethers, 6-11 months 

  5 – Senior Wethers, Yearlings, 12-23 months 

  6 – Senior Wethers, 2-3 years 

  7 – Senior Wethers, 4 years and over 

  8 – Junior Does, 0-5 months 

  9 – Junior Does, 6-11 months 

10 – Junior Does, Yearling 12-23 months, never freshened 

11 – Senior Does, Yearling, freshened, 12-23 months 

12 – Senior Does, 2-3 years
